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"Nurjahan and Mumtaz Mahal" — the first book of the series

The book is the first product of the series "Women who made a mark in history
and contributed to the culture of Azerbaijan" in the Nailakhanim Museum. In the
corner of the museum, women of Azerbaijani origin (who are no longer alive) who
showed their skills in the fields of science, education, music, theatre, cinema,
politics, management and military are represented. This is the first and only
example of a museum covering prominent women in Azerbaijan.

The author of the first book of the series is the founder of Khazar University,
chairman of the Board of Directors and Trustees, professor, academician Hamlet
Isakhanli. The book is dedicated to the life and activities of two famous women
who lived during the Great Mughal era - Azerbaijani Turks Nurjahan and Mumtaz
Mahal.

The book also informs the readers about the famous "Taj Mahal" monument and
the composition of the ballet "Taj Mahal" by composer Jeyhun Allahverdiev based
on the libretto of Hamlet Isakhanli in 2020. Beautiful examples of the school of
miniature painting are also presented in the book, elegantly published by Khazar
University Publishing House.
